To complete the event the 
different small groups met including the family selection committee, the building 
site committee and the communications committee.

Solving the Puzzle
Several years ago the Rev. 

Philip Palmer was honored by the 
Maine Council of Churches when he 
was presented the outstanding 
Ecumenical Achievement Award.  
After he received the award, he told 
this story. Once there was a family,  
which had a wooden puzzle. For 
years they enjoyed putting it 
together and taking it apart. In time, 
the grandchildren of the family began 
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to enjoy it when they visited the family home. It was the source of much fun and joy for the 
whole family. Eventually the grandparents died and the children needed to make decisions 
about various items and articles. No one knew what to do about the puzzle. Everyone 
wanted it, but all knew that it was unfair for them to try to take it. Finally a grandchild 
suggested that each family member should take a few pieces of the puzzle. 'But, what 
good would that do, others asked, ' we could never put it together.' 'That's right,' answered 
the first, ' But, we could come together and each add our pieces.  That way the puzzle 
would be put together.' And that, added Rev. Palmer, is his understanding of ecumenism.

Each of us holds a few pieces of the puzzle. Only when we all come together will we 
have the puzzle solved. Only then will we be able to see what God has to reveal to the 
whole community.  I invite you to give some thought to what pieces of the puzzle, which 
you hold. Are there places where you can interact with other church people, where you can 
work together to accomplish some task for the good of others, some place of study or 
worship where you can share some of your gifts?

Most puzzles aren't really that hard to put together. They just take some patience and 
some investment of time. If each of us is willing to make a few small contributions we will 
solve the puzzle, and have a good time doing it.  There is no delight in holding a few 
pieces of a puzzle when others hold the rest of the pieces. I urge you to offer your gifts to 
the larger church. It will make a big difference to everyone.

Status of Application for Affiliation
New Habitat for Humanity Affiliates need to complete a 
application process that includes establishing plans for all 
aspects related to a successful affiliate.  The application for 
affiliation will hopefully be submitted by early September.  
Individual committees are currently working on portions of 
the application.  The structure of the application is centered 
around the establishment of a well-organized affiliate and 
therefore is requiring considerable thought.  Fundraising 
goals, family selection criteria, site selection guidelines and 
building designs need to be established.  One of the first 
steps in establishing our affiliate was to establish a Board 
of Directors, which was completed in late June.  Legal work 
is ongoing, which includes by-laws, articles of incorporation, 
and establishing a tax-exempt status with the Federal and state governments.  After 
submission of the application, we will await comments from Habitat for Humanity 
International.  Hopefully, by Christmas we will be fully recognized as a Habitat for 
Humanity Affiliate.
